The Congressional Art Competition will provide a pre-paid FedEx mailing label to send your artwork to Leilehua High School where it will be collected and then transported to the State Capitol exhibit. Artwork will be mailed back to each school after the completion of the exhibit.

The following information is due as soon as possible, but no later than Tuesday, February 21 to Kehau Yap at Hirono.HawaiiOffice@mail.house.gov so that we may provide you with a pre-paid postage label for each of your art pieces. 

In your email, please provide the following information:
· Dimensions of your packaged art piece(s) -- length, height, and width of package
· Weight (lbs and oz)

· Teacher’s cell phone or direct phone number

Once the above information on your packaged art is received in our office, we will return a pre-paid mailing label to you via email. Print out the label, affix it to the packaged artwork, cover it completely with clear tape, take the package to your school’s main office where mail is normally picked up, and that’s it! FedEx will pick up your package.
